The sub-contractor shall be responsible for the replacement of
any plant material that fails to thrive through fault or omission
on behalf of the landscape sub-confractor in the supply,
transport, handling, planfing operations or maintenance
operations, where carried out by the landscape
sub-contractor.

Defects works may include the following measures :
